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1 Introduction

In [1], the working assumption about the UE variable MBMS_ACTIVATED_SERVICES is that this variable stores the MBMS joined services. Upper layers provide an indication upon every change in the MBMS joined services. Upon receiving an indication from upper layer, the UE shall update the variable accordingly. But it is not clear whether the MBMS joined services in the variable shall be cleared when the UE powers off. 
The aim of this paper is to clarify the usage of the variable during rejoining procedure.
Discussion

From the definition of the UE variable MBMS_ACTIVATED_SERVICES, we can draw the conclusion that the variable should be used after UE powers on, which is used by UE to make a decision whether a MBMS service is an applicable service. 
When UE powers on again, it has to rejoin the services which had been joined before powering off. So it is complicated for users to perform the same services joining procedure upon powering on every time.  A simplified method is to use the existing UE variable MBMS_ACTIVATED_SERVICES.
The proposed method is as follows:

1. When powering off, the MBMS services list should not be deleted;

2. After powering on, UE-AS indicate to UE-NAS to initiate the joining procedure for the MBMS services in the UE variable MBMS_ACTIVATED_SERVICES;

Actually, UEs can leave any joined MBMS services in the variable at any time.
Conclusion
In this document we discuss the usage of the UE variable MBMS_ACTIVATED_SERVICES in joining procedure. The aim is to clarify the variable should be kept to be used for joining procedure when powering on next time.
The proposed amendment of the section 13.4 UE variables is:
