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Current Status:

The changes to [1] that are required to implement MBMS stage 3 for RLC identified so far are:

(i) The addition of the logical channels MCCH, MTCH and MSCH,

(ii) The addition of a selective combining extension to the UM RLC (receiving side) specification. This is to be used with MTCH.

(iii) The addition of an out of sequence delivery extension to UM RLC (transmitting and receiving) specification. This is to be used with MCCH.

For (i) a draft CR, R2-042107, to add the logical channels MCCH and MTCH was presented at WG2#44 and was endorsed subject to an editorial correction. At WG2#44 the concept of an in-band scheduling channel, MSCH, was agreed but the mode that the RLC entities, if any, should operate with was not decided. Because there appears to be general opinion that the mode should be UM and to avoid delay, an update of the draft CR, R2-042481, is provided based on the assumption that UM is correct. If stage 2 discussions negate this assumption a replacement draft CR reflecting the decision can be provided.

For (ii) a draft CR, R2-042108, to add a selective combining extension to UM receive functionality was presented and noted. Changes to the Figure 4.3 were requested. A revised CR, R2-042482, containing these changes is available to this meeting.

For (iii) a discussion document and draft CR, R2-042109, was discussed at WG2#44 and it was decided that to avoid sequence number wrap around the transmitter should stop transmitting within a modification period after 128 PDUs have been transmitted. It was also decided that it was not necessary to specify how the transmitting RLC functionality should be implemented, it was only necessary to specify requirements. A revision of the draft CR is provided in R2-042483.

In addition a number of open issues relating to selective combining and out of sequence delivery are raised in R2-042484.

The Way Forward:

Comments and approval is sought for the joint CRs that have been created for (i), (ii) and (iii). Guidance is sought in relation to the open issues raised.
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
