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Introduction

Following the decisions on the MAC-e/es PDU format, it was discussed and agreed that there is no need for the C/T multiplexing function, and it is left to UTRAN/UE implementation to bypass the function or not. Also, it was agreed that reordering will be done per logical channel.
Corrections
At the moment Stage 2 25.309 and Stage 3 25.321 are not fully aligned. C/T multiplexing for EDCH is not mentioned in the description of the MAC-e PDU, or in the text. 
It is understood that when the C/T multiplexing function is bypassed, the DDI field is directly used to identify the logical channel(s) mapped on the same MAC-d flow.

Some corrections are needed in the Stage 2 TS 25.309 v 6.1.0 and Stage 3 MAC TS 25.321 v 6.2.0. It does not appear that these changes will affect the Stage 3 RRC TS 25.331 v 6.4.0 specifications in any way

It is proposed to agree on the following changes:
Stage 2 TS 25.309 v6.1.0:
· Section 7.2.1: Removal in text of the reference to C/T multiplexing. The existing note on MAC-d C/T multiplexing has been slightly modified and integrated with the rest of the text rather than as a separated note.
· Figure 7.2.1-2: On the functional split part of the figure, the boxes containing “C/T mux” have been removed. On the PDU construction side, the C/T field has been removed.

· Figure 7.2.2-1: The link “to MAC-e/es” has been moved. It is now entering directly into the “Transport Channel Type Switching” box.
· Section 7.3.1: Removal in text of the reference to C/T multiplexing. The existing note on MAC-d C/T multiplexing has been slightly modified and integrated with the rest of the text rather than as separated note.

· Figure 7.3.2.1-2: On the functional split part of the figure, the boxes containing “C/T mux” have been removed. On the PDU construction side, the C/T field has been removed.

· Figure 7.3.2-1: The link “from MAC-e/es” has been moved. It is now entering directly into the “Transport Channel Type Switching” box.
