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1 Introduction

During the R2#45-bis meeting the MBMS logical channel multiplexing options were discussed in relation to the MAC- header. Unfortunately it still does not seem entirely clear if the conclusion of ths discussion was that all multiplexing options are in principle allowed or whether some restrictions apply. The aim of this paper is to raise the issue in order to conclude it so the corresponding changes can be incorporated in the merged CR to 25.331.

2 Discussion
Based on some off line discussions, it seems there are different views on the conclusion of the discussion on the multiplexing options held during the R2#45-bis meeting. It seems there are several possible interpretations:

1) MTCH is always on a different FACH than MSCH and MCCH. MSCH and MCCH can be on the same FACH
2) MCCH and MTCH may be mapped on to the same FACH but MSCH should be on a different FACH as MTCH

3) There are no restrictions at all concerning the logical channel multiplexing

While reduction of option could help to somewhat simplify UE implementation, it may also restrict the network configuration options. Although we do not have a strong opinion on this topic, we feel that when it is unclear which configuration options are definitely not needed, the last option (3) seems the best way forward.

3 Conclusions and proposal
RAN2 is requested to indicate which of the following logical multiplexing options are allowed: MCCH + MSCH + MTCH, MCCH + MSCH, MCCH + MTCH, MSCH + MTCH.
