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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks RAN1 for their LS on Layer 1 synchronization procedure and RAN3 have discussed the topics raised in the RAN1 LS. 

1. RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 and RAN3 to give feedback on the proposal for timing maintained hard-handover described in [1] and to inform RAN1 whether the signalling support can be provided.
Comment: Details regarding issue 1 have been discussed between RAN1 and RAN3 delegates during the meeting, as the problem was loosely specified, and some assumptions seemed slightly wrong. It is now RAN3's understanding and working assumption that, from Node B point of view, “timing maintained HHO” means that for the new RL, synchronisation procedure B shall be applied except that a slow ramp TPC pattern (see 25.214) will be used instead of TPC commands all equal to "1".  The slow ramp TPC pattern is normally associated with procedure A. So to achieve this new behaviour a new IE is needed. If the IE is not understood or not supported by DRNS or Node B, it shall be ignored, and node B will per default use procedure A instead, with the only side effect of pro-longed RL synchronization. 
Answer: With the clarification above, RAN3 propose a solution according to attached CRs. (please note that these CRs will finally be agreed by email until Wednesday, 23.02.2005 with little modifications)
2. RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 and RAN3 to give feedback on the proposal described in [2] and to inform RAN1 whether the signalling support can be provided.
Answer: The RAN3 belief is that there is no impact on RAN3 Technical Specifications.
