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1. Overall description:
SA2 thank GERAN2 for their LS on MBMS Session Duration IE. 
SA2 would like GERAN2 to note that the use of the MBMS Session Duration was originally intended to support radio optimization in access nodes rather than preventing a mobile station from indefinitely requesting a session that has already stopped.  
However, SA2 recognises the importance for GERAN of the mandatory presence of such IE in the MBMS SESSION START REQUEST message for the proper operation of both the mobile station and the GERAN, and thus has agreed to set such IE as mandatory in TS 23.246. 
A definition of  “Session Duration” parameter was provided by SA2 in a previous LS S2-043864 (“The ‘transmission time over the radio’ is the ‘session duration’ minus ‘start delay’ and any ‘stop time’”). Taking into account such definition, GERAN2 is kindly requested to verify that BSC can derive from the estimated session duration the proper information to be sent to the UE in order to suitably control the above mentioned mechanism.
2. Actions:

To GERAN2:

SA2 kindly ask GERAN2 to verify that BSC can derive from the estimated session duration the proper information in order to suitably control the above mentioned mechanism.
To RAN3, CT3, CT4:
SA2 kindly ask RAN3, CT3 and CT4 to consider the mandatory presence of the MBMS Session Duration IE and modify their specifications accordingly.
