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1. Discussion

RAN3 thanks RAN2 for their LS on Radio Link failure criteria on Fractional DPCH.
RAN2 gave the following action to RAN3:

To give feedback on the possibilities to utilise existing reporting mechanisms in the network based solution. 

RAN3 discussed the topic and made the following conclusion:

1) Iub has currently no specified criterion for detecting HS-DSCH failure, neither protocol support to signal this failure to the RNC. RAN3 considered proposals in which the Node B signals the SRNC that HS-DSCH transmission for a UE has become impossible based on unspecified criteria. RAN3 could not conclude on the need for such a mechanism.
2. Actions

RAN3 kindly asks RAN2 to consider the above mentioned conclusions. 

More specifically RAN3 kindly asks RAN2 to clarify the type of the information that would have to be reported by the NodeB in the network based solution. Furthermore, RAN3 kindly asks clarification from RAN2 on how the involvement of the network in the above mentioned case would help the process of UE making the cell update.
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
