This signalling flow is applicable for handling MBMS UEs in IDLE mode or URA_PCH, CELL_PCH, CELL_FACH state. 
The purpose of the signalling flow is for the RNC to inform UE(s) interested in a particular service of the potential need to establish an RRC connection or perform cell update. The MBMS ACCESS INFORMATION is transmitted during counting and re-counting on MCCH. The MBMS ACCESS INFORMATION includes MBMS service id for each service for which counting is required and the associated access "probability factor". More information may be included in MBMS ACCESS INFORMATION.
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
