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1 Introduction

During the last few RAN2 meetings, a considerable number of open items have been accumulated for HSUPA. Although some may require discussion, others that may imply very specific scenarios can probably be solved quickly. The purpose of this document is to list those items that can be solved rapidly and propose a way forward.
2 Discussion and proposal
Below is a list of items that are considered open in either the stage 2 or the stage 3 (or both) HSUPA-related specifications. Below each item, the Nortel position is stated. 

	Open item

	HARQ

	OI 1: Handling of deactivated processes: can UE do a retransmission if the process is deactivated?

Nortel:  Yes, nodeB can keep resource allocation for retransmission

	Scheduling

	OI 2: Do we need to impose that the primary identity is always used for dedicated scheduling and secondary ID for common scheduling?
Nortel: No, flexibility on UTRAN side comes at no cost for UE complexity



	OI 3: What value should be used for ‘last used power ratio’ (used for updating the SG following RG) when process is deactivated, or there was no transmission? Should it be the last used power for the last transmission?

Nortel: In case there was no transmission, an average of the last used rate in the previous N transmissions could be used. This should only be for common non-serving RG. It is important to avoid downgrading the UE’s SG to 0 due to a RG DOWN received in a process for which there had been no transmission in the last HARQ cycle.


	OI 4: Should non-scheduled transmission be taken into account when evaluating the last used power ratio?


	OI 5: Initial value of SG (currently minimum_grant)

Nortel: initial value should not allow transmission, it should be zero_grant



	Scheduling Information

	OI 6: Is the power needed for Scheduling Information taken out of the SG?

Nortel: No. SG should only be used for scheduled data


	OI 7: Scheduling Information priority over other channels? Highest priority?

Nortel: Scheduling Information has priority over scheduled data, but not over NST



	OI 8: Can Scheduling Information be sent during L2-deactivated processes, and/or L3-disables processes?

Nortel: yes, as soon as available



	Miscellaneous

	OI 9: Whether or not the max UL Tx power should be signaled to all nodeBs in the active set?
Nortel: no, only needs to be signaled to the serving nodeB



	OI 10: Minimum_grant: does it allow transmission of scheduled data? Is it static or configurable?

Nortel: yes, there already exists an SG value for no allowed transmission (zero_grant). Could be interesting to have it configurable, e.g. for GBR.


	OI 11: In case of TTI reconfiguration, what happens to deactivated processes?
Nortel: all processes are activated (there is no process deactivation scheme for the 10ms TTI anyway)




3 Conclusion

It is proposed to quickly discuss and agree on the 11 above-mentioned proposals.
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
