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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 have identified a potential problem in the case, that a DL compressed mode pattern with a period of 4 frames (e.g. TGP = 4, Compressed Mode Pattern A21, A22 in 25.101) constantly overlaps with the E-HICH relating to an E-DCH HARQ process. If it were consistently not possible to receive ACK\NACK signalling, then the  process would become unusable for uplink transmission resulting in a waste of UL resources, additional delay, increase of retransmissions for AM, increase of lost data e.g. for UM or unsuccessful transmission of scheduling information. 
It is possible that E-HICH for one process could be completely covered by a CM gap, or that two E-HICHs relating to two processes could be partially affected.

To mitigate the problem it was proposed to apply a rule to the E-TFC selection, that a UE shall not use the concerned HARQ process for UL transmission if the overlap of DL compressed mode gap and E-HICH is larger than 3 radio slots and the compressed mode pattern repeats every 4 frames.
However RAN2 is not clear how such a rule could be applied in the case of SHO.
