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R2-062413 QoS operator requirements/use cases for services sharing the same bearer  
1. Introductions
During TSG RAN2#42 in Tallinn the current QoS architecture for SAE was discussed. Since a one-to-one mapping between SAE Access Bearer and SAE Radio Bearer is assumed, it was agreed that in order to guarantee an adequate and future proof support of service differentiation, a minimum number of SAE Access Bearers supported in the UE has to be mandated. RAN2 believes this minimum number of SAE Access Bearers should depend on the UE type and is currently considering the following:
· Voice centric UE

· The minimum number of supported SAE Access Bearers is 3:

· 2 GBR bearers (for RTP and RTCP)

· 1 non-GBR bearer (for SIP)
· This number does not include any Signaling RBs.

· Generic UE 
· The minimum number of supported SAE Access Bearers is 13:

· 2 GBR bearers (for RTP and RTCP)

· 11 non-GBR bearers (for SIP, FTP, IM, HTTP, Web radio, Email, Peer to peer, non real time voice and video, 3 types of gaming applications).
· This number does not include any Signaling RBs.

Whether other types of UEs (i.e. for machine to machine application) is supported is FFS.

RAN2 would also like to note that this minimum number of supported SAE Access Bearer should not be interpreted as the maximum number of configurable SAE Access Bearers. A maximum number of supported SAE Access Bearers (higher than 3 for voice centric UEs and higher than 13 for generic UEs) can also be indicated as part of the UE capabilities in order to accommodate new services.
The different use cases are evaluated in the discussion section of the attachment. 

2. Actions
To TSG SA and SA1:
RAN WG2 kindly asks SA and SA1 to take into account RAN2’s considerations and mandate a minimum number of supported SAE Access Bearers per UE depending on UE types. 
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
