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1. Overall Description
RAN2 would like to thank RAN1 for their liaison statement on feedback regarding the concepts for “Continuous connectivity for packet data users”
During RAN2#54 meeting in Tallinn, RAN2 discussed about the possible RAN2 impacts on the concepts which have been proposed for WI: Continuous Connectivity for Packet Data Users. The discussion focused mainly on the UL Gating, DRX at the UE and HS-SCCH-less schemes.
The outcome of this discussion was as follows.

- There are no critical problems for implementing the feature from architecture point of view.
- There are some impacts to the MAC layer.
- There are some impacts to the RRC layer in terms of support of signalling for configuration purposes, although no new messages are required. In addition, once configured in the UE, the CPC schemes can be initiated/stopped without further RRC messaging.
- There were some remarks that some options of the mechanisms may impose some limitations to the scheduler and non-scheduled transmissions. Further discussions may take place in RAN2.

- Further detailed discussions are expected for the definition of the actual parameters. This discussion would take place when further details have been agreed in RAN1.
2. Actions:

RAN2 would kindly ask RAN1 to note the RAN2 conclusions and inform RAN2 of further details on the schemes selected by RAN1.
