1. Introduction
SA2 are considering a proposal to move the functions currently in PDCP into the eNode B.  This document is a brief note to call RAN2’s attention to the SA2 discussion.
2. Discussion

The proposal is for security and header compression to reside in the eNode B.  The arguments for this change are, reasonably enough, concerned mainly with architectural complexity (and its effects on standardisation and deployment schedules) and reusability of core network elements.
If such an architectural change were made, there would be some impact on procedures to be specified by RAN2.  It would be premature for RAN2 to undertake a detailed analysis of the impacts before the SA2 decision is actually taken, but it can easily be seen, for instance, that there would be an impact on handover due to maintenance of the security and RoHC contexts.
