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1. Overall Description
RAN2 has discussed the attached document R2-070202 and would like to consult RAN4s opinion on this issue.
Although HSDPA has initially not been designed to support streaming and conversational bearers, HSDPA is also targeted to be used for the support of these traffic types, especially video streaming or VoIP. Because these traffic types require a guaranteed bitrate those bearers are subject to radio admission control in order to ensure that the QoS parameters are met. The attached document proposed that the receiver type indicating the receiver performances as defined in performance specifications of RAN4 should be made available to the network in order to be taken into account and thus be able to admit more streaming / VoIP users if their receiver performance is above the minimum requirement. 
During the discussion it has been highlighted that the CQI information reported by the UE might be a more suitable information to determine the currently used and available capacity of the cell that is necessary in order to perform the radio admission control.

After discussion RAN2 could not come to a conclusion on the usefulness of the information of the UE receiver type for the radio admission control of radio bearers with conversational or streaming QoS.
2. Actions
To RAN4:
RAN2 kindly asks RAN4 to give RAN4s opinion on the usefulness of the information of the receiver performance of the UEs that are receiving HSDPA in a cell for the radio admission control for streaming or conversational types of radio bearers.
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
