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1. Introduction
To provide UE MBMS service, RNC sends MBMS controlling information to UE periodically, including counting request, PTP or PTM bear setup request, PTM bear release request, frequency layer convergence indication, etc. and, UE acts to the MBMS controlling information received. In the corresponding TS, there are 6 kinds of actions for IE "MBMS required UE action" defined, as: “None”, “Acquire counting info”, “Acquire counting info – PTM RBs unmodified”, “Acquire PTM RB info”, “Request PTP RB”, “Release PTM RB”, also the relevant handling for UE. 

But, how to set IE "MBMS required UE action" and how to use frequency layer convergence indication (LCI) are not clear, this kind of uncertainty will lead to wrong operation on UE by RNC. 
2. Proposal
2.1. clarification on actions to IE "MBMS required UE action"
We propose to clarify the principles to set IE "MBMS required UE action" as following:

“None”:  
Indicate that there is no specific MBMS to be provided in local cell, which action is used for a specific MBMS sent in MBMS non-preferred frequency layer in the case of FLC. In this scenario, frequency layer convergence information should be sent to UE simultaneously in order to indicate UE to converge into specific preferred frequency layer to receive MBMS service. 
“Acquire counting info”: 
Count for a specific MBMS service in a local cell for MBMS transmission mode when there is no decision on MBMS transmission mode.
“Acquire counting info – PTM RBs unmodified”: 
Re-count for specific MBMS service in a local cell for MBMS transmission mode when there is no change on PTM bear established.
“Acquire PTM RB info”: 
Indicate UE to receive MBMS service via PTM bear in the case that PTM bear has been confirmed and set up.
“Request PTP RB”: 
Indicate UE to setup PTP bear for specific MBMS service in the case that PTP mode has been confirmed.
“Release PTM RB”: 
Notify UE to stop receiving a specific MBMS service via PTM bear in the case that MBMS PTM bear has been deleted 

2.2. Principle for usage of LCI
LCI should not be contained in preferred frequency layer, but in non-preferred frequency layer for MBMS service.
Conclusion 1:
· “None” can only be sent in non-preferred frequency layer of MBMS service, vice versa.
· LCI can only be sent in non-preferred frequency layer of MBMS service, while LCI shall be sent in non-preferred frequency layer for MBMS service; i.e. LCI is bound with MBMS non-preferred frequency layer.
· if IE "MBMS required UE action" is set to “None”, LCI  shall be specified; vice versa;
Conclusion 2:
· The actual status of MBMS service transmission could be PTP, PTM, or no transmission, while the transmission mode should only be one option from PTP and PTM.
3. Conclusion

Here, the principle, for how to set IE "MBMS required UE action" when RNC controls UE to use MBMS service, is defined, especially for the scenario in which “None” will be adopted, and for the relation between “None” and LCI. What’s more, transmission mode and actual transmission status are clarified and differentiated, in order to avoid some kinds of uncertainty.
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
