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Recap & Proposal
As discussed in previous meetings (e.g. R2-072759), the enhanced layer 2 allows HSDPA operation with much bigger RLC PDU sizes than in previous releases with very low signalling error probabilities.
The processing required for L2 operation at any given rate can therefore be significantly reduced by limiting the processing of RLC PDUs to 20-30 per TTI (note that number_MAC-ehs segments = number_RLC_PDUs – 2).
Proposal 1: limit the number of MAC-ehs segments per TTI to 22 (i.e. 20 RLC PDUs per TTI)
Also as discussed in R2-072759, we propose to duplicate some of the Rel-5 HSDPA capabilities into Rel-7, therefore allowing a reporting of a capability with and without MAC-ehs operation.

Proposal 2: duplicate the Rel-5 HSDPA capability reporting into Rel-7. At least categories involving 7.2Mbps, 10Mbps & 14Mbps should be reported in Rel-7.
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
