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1. Overall Description
At RAN2 #58 meeting, R2-072682 (SRNS relocation for carrier sharing between PS only RNS and PS and CS RNS), R2-072668 (Evolved HSPA: UE Involved Relocation) and R2-072501 (SRNS Relocation in HSPA+ Carrier Sharing) had been discussed and as a result of the discussion, UE vendors were requested to test if their implementations would support a reconfiguration triggering SRNS Relocation whilst not changing the cell configuration.
At RAN2 #58bis meeting, it was reported that the majority of UE vendors have found no problem. Thus RAN2 point of view, UE involved relocation is the preferred solution. However, it should be noted that if any UE vendor finds a problem with their implementation, they should report any problems before the RAN plenary #37. Should RAN2 find any problems with the UE involved relocation method, RAN2 will inform RAN3.
