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1 Introduction

This document discusses new measurement reporting events for E-UTRA
2 Discussion
Currently [1] defines events A1-A5 and B1-B2. Those events mainly imply handover due to better cell and bad coverage. In order to have the possibility to trigger handover for other reasons, e.g. service, CSG or load, and have a possibility to let the system know that the conditions have changed so that a HO is no longer appropriate the measurement events below should be added. Two E-UTRA and one inter-RAT reporting events are proposed. The event numbering is made in relation to the numbering in [1].

2.1 Measurement reporting events
          This section includes the list of proposed events:
Event A3.1: Neighbour cell becomes offset worse than serving cell
Neighbour cell is no longer a target candidate for service based handover, the neighbour will no longer guarantee service continuity.
           This event will, if handover is delayed due to lack of resources in target cell, inform the NW that the target is no longer valid from radio perspective. And as a bonus the NW get an update of the radio situation so the second best cell may be tried at once.
          The event can also be used to cancel other ongoing actions, e.g. CGI reading of cells for ANRL or preparations after handover failure or radio link failure.  

Event A4.1: Neighbour cell becomes worse than absolute threshold.

           Neighbour cell is no longer a target candidate for CSB based handover, the CSG cell need to be good enough. 
           This event will, if handover is delayed due to lack of resources in target cell, inform the NW that the target is no longer valid from radio perspective. And as a bonus the NW get an update of the radio situation so the second best cell may be tried at once.
          The event can also be used to cancel other ongoing actions, e.g. CGI reading of cells for ANRL or preparations after handover failure or radio link failure.  

Event B1.1: Neighbour cell becomes worse than absolute threshold.

           Neighbour cell is no longer a target candidate for CSB based handover, the CSG cell need to be good enough. 

          This event will, if handover is delayed due to lack of resources in target IRAT cell, inform the NW that the target is no longer valid from radio perspective. And as a bonus the NW get an update of the radio situation so the second best cell may be tried at once.
The event can also be used to cancel other ongoing actions, e.g. CGI reading of cells for ANRL or preparations after handover failure or radio link failure.
