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Introduction

This contribution proposes to specify a configuration of SRB0 in the RRC specification 36.331.
Discussion

As SRB0 uses CCCH, the configuration of SRB0 can either be included in 36.331 as 
· a “specified configuration” that is hard-coded in the specification; or 
· as a “default configuration” in the specification that can only be overridden by cell-specific values broadcasted in system information (typically in SIB2).

At RAN2#61bis, it was agreed that SRB0 should use the same logical channel configuration as for SRB1 [1]. The logical channel parameters for SRB0 can be fixed and thus provided as a “specified configuration”.
Conclusion and Proposal
Proposal:
We propose to include the logical channel configuration for SRB0 as a “specified configuration” in sub-clause 9.1 of TS 36.331. The values are the same as for SRB1.
