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This contribution proposes corrections to errors and omissions in R2-082043 CR, identified between the time when the CR was released and the time of the writing of this contribution.
· 1st sentence in the newly added section 5.1.x in the CR should be corrected as follows, to avoid incorrect behaviour, when PDCP sequence number wraps around:

When upper layers indicate that a handover has occurred, for each PDCP SDU already associated with a PDCP sequence number but for which a corresponding PDU has not previously been submitted to lower layers for transmission, the UE shall, in the order of increasing COUNT value associated with the PDCP SDU:

· Add the words “the variable” before the word “Next_PDCP_TX_SN” in the 1st bullet at the newly added section 5.1.x, for consistency:

reassociate the PDCP Sequence Number corresponding to the variable Next_PDCP_TX_SN to this PDCP SDU;
· Add a semicolon at the end of the 2nd bullet  in newly added section 5.1.x ( requested as part of the original comment, but omitted):
· perform header compression of the SDU (if configured);
· Add missing “PDCP PDU” words to newly modified text in 5.5.1.1, for clarity:
-
if there are more than one missing PDCP SDUs, allocating a Bitmap field of length in bits equal to the number of  PDCP Sequence Numbers from and not including the first missing PDCP PDU up to and including the last out-of-sequence PDCP PDU, rounded up to the next multiple of 8;
· Change indentation of the next to last sentence in section 4.4:

PDCP uses the services provided by the RLC sublayer.
· Fix misspelled word “approropriate” on the cover page of the CR, section “Consequences if not approved” ( requested as part of the original comment, but omitted):
Wrong reference for security will remain.

Services expected from lower layers and functions are not clear.

Duplicated information in 4.2.1 will remain.
Incorrect PDCP Status report is composed.
During Handover, appropriate re-ciphering/renumbering does not occur, leading to the discarded PDCP SDUs.
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
