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1. Overall Description:

During RAN2#62 it was agreed that a UE in RRC_CONNECTED has two options for detecting changes in system information:

a) The UE can receive a Paging message (as was used to inform UEs in RRC_IDLE about a system information change) in each modification period. Details of when/ how often the UE shall try are still FFS
b) The UE can acquire the SystemInformationBlockType1 in each modification period
RAN2 is aware that this decision has implications regarding the use of the common search space by a UE in RRC_CONNECTED. Hence, RAN2 would like to inform RAN1 about their assumptions regarding the scenarios in which a UE in RRC_CONNECTED needs to consider format 1C, which are as follows:

1) A UE in RRC_CONNECTED needs to apply the random access procedure to be scheduled in UL (when no dedicated SR has been allocated) and after having lost UL sync. In these cases, the UE would needs to look for format 1C for the RACH response. Preferably, the UE should also look for other formats in parallel since the eNB may schedule the UE at the same time
2) A UE in RRC_CONNECTED needs to read system information, after detecting that a system information change has occurred and possibly to detect such changes (option b in the above)

3) A UE in RRC_CONNECTED may choose to receive the paging message to detect system information changes (option a in the above)

Note
The Paging message may be transmitted in sub-frame 5, although never exclusively in this sub-frame.
