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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN1 for the LS on transport block sizes. The transport block sizes defined are largely satisfactory to RAN2. However, number of concerns have been raised during the discussion:
1) Transport block size corresponding to the message 3 of the random access procedure i.e. 56bit occurs only once in the entire table, which could restrict the scheduling flexibility.
2) Transport block size needed to send long BSR i.e. 32 bit is missing.
3) It would be good if number of transport block sizes are finely tuned to the sizes of typical VoIP packets. In general, the size of RLC SDUs corresponding to the typical VoIP packets is impacted by many factors like the codec mode/codec rate, ROHC mode and ROHC parameters.   

Number of companies in RAN2 consider having the transport blocks sizes reflecting above facts is important. It should also be noted that RAN2 plans to discuss which transport block sizes should be added to the currently defined TB size table in the next RAN2 meeting.
