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There are several ”Reject” and “Failure” type messages defined in RRC. Standardizing a small subset of error or “condition” codes could help with debugging and solving many IOT issues. 

Use of these codes should be optional and the specification should not mandate behaviour based on specific codes. However, at a minimum, some value ranges should be reserved for standard use.

A non-exhaustive list of proposed values is provided for discussion. Where practical, alignment with UTRA should be maintained.

	Provided during debugging and testing to report a MAC-I checking failure. Not used during normal operation.

	Not Supported Message Type
	Message passed integrity and was recognized as valid, but it is currently not supported.

	Message Too Long
	Recognized message exceeds expected length

	Recognized message is below expected minimum length

	Wrong Channel
	Message received on the wrong channel.

	Wrong State
	Message was received, but is not valid for the current state 

	Out of range
	A specific IE has values outside the expected range

	Inconsistency within message
	The message contains at least 2 IEs which are inconsistent with each other

	Inconsistency with current state
	The message contains at least 1 IE  which is inconsistent with valid information stored previously
