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1. Introduction 

During last meeting, LS about ICIC [1] is sent to RAN2 to ask RAN2 consider a combined report event for ICIC.
The combined events include:

· RSRP report which with same mechanism as HO, but different threshold; 

· Buffer status;
· Valid grant;
In this paper, what elements combined triggered event for ICIC, and how they work to reduce ICIC report is discussed. 

2. Discussion
2.1 What element should be considered?
To determine UE’s position relative serving cell and neighbor cells, threshold triggered periodical RSRP report with higher threshold than for HO is suitable, but to reduce the RSRP report for ICIC, other aspects have been proposed to be considered: buffer status and valid grant. Buffer status and valid grant mean there will be other data to transmit, so UE at cell edge will bring interference to neighbor cells. From the interference point of view, taking account buffer status and valid grant are reasonable. 
Proposal 1: to reduce RSRP, measurement reporting for ICIC, buffer status and valid grant for the UL shall  be considered, such that sending of measurement reports for ICIC can be avoided when there is no transmissions for other purposes. 
2.2 How to report for ICIC
In current RAN2 measurement report, all events are concerning to cell received signal strength or cell received signal quality. The trigger events are defined and evaluated in RRC layer.  Otherwise the Buffer status and valid grant is processed in MAC, RRC have no information about them.  How to model RRC and MAC interaction is an issue  Also DL traffic should  be considered, when deciding when to report ICIC measurements. 
Proposal 2: The RSRP report for ICIC shall be triggered and sent when there is data transmissions in the UL or DL (and when RSRP threshold criteria is fulfilled). 

Trigger event of RSRP report for ICIC is discussed above, for further reducing report amount and saving UE power, early stop measurement report will be helpful. As mentioned in [1], when the HO trigger criterion is met the RSRP reporting for HO will fulfill the need for ICIC purposes as well as for HO purposes and no additional report needs to be sent. 
Proposal 3: To further reduce RSRP report for ICIC, when the HO trigger criterion is met the RSRP reporting for ICIC will no need to sent. 
Besides report opportunity and report method, report content is part of report configuration. Because the simple aim of RSRP report for ICIC, the report content for the report may simpler than HO report. The cell ids and measurement results are necessary. 
3 Conclusion
In this paper, RSRP report for ICIC is discussed, mainly include: combination of event, report opportunity, report method and report content. Some proposals also given as follows
Proposal 1: to reduce RSRP, measurement reporting for ICIC, buffer status and valid grant for the UL shall  be considered, such that sending of measurement reports for ICIC can be avoided when there is no transmissions for other purposes.
Proposal 2: The RSRP report for ICIC shall be triggered and sent when there is data transmissions in the UL or DL (and when RSRP threshold criteria is fulfilled). 
Proposal 3: To further reduce RSRP report for ICIC, when the HO trigger criterion is met the RSRP reporting for ICIC will no need to sent. 
Proposal 4: To agree on attached text proposal.  
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
