Introduction
To support HSPA VoIP to WCDMA/GSM CS continuity, a new WID had been started in RAN#39 [1] and one solution [2], [3] had been discussed in RAN2 #61bis meeting and in RAN2 #62.  During RAN2 #62 and RAN #40 meeting, some concerns were also raised in [4], [5]. This contribution is to emphasize the decision in RAN #40 and SA #40 again and to propose a way forward.

Discussion
In [4], [5] and [6], some concerns were raised on having multiple solutions for the same problem fundamentally, i.e, VoIP call continuity. Especially in RAN#40 meeting, operators indicated that “single solution covering all different scenarios in Rel-8 time frame” could be the ideal way forward. Thus RAN #40 decided to send an LS [7] to SA, SA2, CT, CT1, GERAN, GERAN2, RAN2 and RAN3. As a result of discussion in SA#40, RAN2 received an LS [8] from SA and some conclusions are extracted below.
· SA#40 shares the concern with RAN of having multiple solutions for VoIP call continuity. 

· SA#40 has approved the SRVCC solution developed in SA2 (TS 23.216) and considers that solution to be part of Rel -8.

· SA#40 therefore believes that the best chance for a single VoIP call continuity solution, in Rel -8, is to align the developing RAN solution for HSPA VoIP call continuity with the approved SA2 SRVCC solution.

Also the LS contains AP to RAN2 as below.
SA#40 would like to see RAN2 continue their work on HSPA VoIP to WCDMA/GSM CS continuity and try to align the solution for the UE, and to the extent possible for the network, with SA2´s solution for LTE ->2G/3G CS continuity. 

Please provide feedback on the result of such an alignment attempt to SA and SA2 as soon as possible and no later than SA#41.

From this LS, it is very clear that SA requested SA2 and RAN2 to align the HSPA VoIP call continuity solution to SRVCC solution which has been under development for LTE VoIP call continuity.

SA2 already started discussion in their #66 meeting to expand the scope of TS23.216 to cover HSPA VoIP call continuity as well. Therefore, RAN2 should not waste time to discuss any other solution but put efforts to adapt SRVCC based solution and support SA2 activities.

Conclusion and Proposal
It is proposed to follow SA decision and support SA2 work to adapt SRVCC solution for LTE VoIP call continuity to HSPA VoIP call continuity. Also it is proposed to provide the feedback to RAN that no immedidate impact to RAN2 work is anticipated.
