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1. Introduction
RAN2 would like to thank SA5 for their recent LS on the need for OAM support for maintenance of the RRC’s neighbour lists and blacklists.  After an initial discussion, RAN2 are able to offer some information.
2. Discussion

RAN2 have established that there is a need for manual intervention to override the ANR process, e.g., for removal of known “false neighbours”.  The well-understood scenarios in this respect involve adding individual cells to either a neighbour list or a blacklist.  Some operators also expressed a desire to support manual setup of the initial neighbour list, which presumably would be controlled through OAM.

In addition, since some aspects of the ANR functionality are still under discussion, RAN2 anticipate further developments during the next meeting cycle.  RAN2 expect to send a followup LS from a future meeting with further information.
