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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 would like to thank RAN2 for information regarding the agreements made on the above work items. Regarding the feedback requested, RAN4 has discussed the issues and reached the following conclusions:
· It appears acceptable for RAN2 to disallow reselection when E-DCH resources are allocated provided that the time is relatively short.
· It appears feasible to RAN4 to use DRX periods rather than measurement occasions for interfrequency and interRAT measurements. RAN4 will need to develop slightly revised performance requirements in 25.133 which are currently written in terms of duration and frequency of measurement occasions. Intrafrequency performance requirements may also need some revision to facilitate good UE power saving with DRX, and both of these aspects will be addressed in RAN4

· It appears acceptable for RAN2 to disable DRX (and hence prevent interfrequency/interRAT measurements) for relatively short periods of time.
Additionally RAN4 discussed that the current measurement rules for cell_FACH state require intrafrequency, interfrequency and interRAT cells to be measured all the time, which may not be optimal from power saving perspective now that DRX has been introduced. RAN4 wonders whether RAN2 has considered the possibility that measurement rules more similar to idle mode could be introduced whenever cell FACH DRX is configured, to facilitate further power savings.
2. Actions:

To RAN2 group.

ACTION: 

1) RAN4 kindly requests RAN2 to note the feedback on mobility for enhanced uplink in cell FACH and UE DRX in their further specification work
2) RAN4 kindly request RAN2 to note that RAN4 intends to start to develop RRM performance requirements for this feature based on the description in RAN2’s liaison statement, and requests RAN2 to inform RAN4 if any significant changes are made to the current assumptions in these areas.

3) RAN4 requests RAN2 to consider whether there could be any additional benefit in modifying the measurement rules in 25.304 to facilitate further power savings with enhanced uplink cell FACH/enhanced DRX,
