Introduction
This document provides text proposals based on PDCP restructuring CR (R2-083770) to provide a mechanism to stop the running Flush_Timer.

Reason for change:

When a PDCP entity receives a handover indication, it starts the Flush_Timer to reorder the PDCP SDUs received from RLC. But if no PDCP SDUs are received due to RLC re-establishment, there would be no PDCP SDUs stored in the reception buffer, and, therefore, it is useless to keep the Flush_Timer running.
Summary of change:

· Stop the Flush_Timer, if no PDCP SDUs are recevied due to the RLC re-establishment.

5.2.2.1
Procedures for DRBs mapped on RLC AM
When upper layers indicate that a handover has occurred, the UE shall:

-
start the Flush_Timer, or restart if already running;
-
process the PDCP Data PDUs that are received from lower layers due to the re-establishment of the lower layers, if any, as specified in the subclause 5.1.2.1.1;
-
if Last_Submitted_PDCP_RX_SN + 1 = Next_PDCP_RX_SN:
-
stop the Flush_Timer;
-
reset the header compression protocol for downlink (if configured);

-
apply the ciphering algorithm and key provided by upper layers during the handover procedure.
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
