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1. Overall Description:

In RAN2#63 meeting, the problem was raised that during the handover from UTRAN to E-UTRAN, if UE has initialized a CS service request through IDT or a new PS services request through UDT message but unable to receive the positive acknowledge from network, whether UE should discard or retransmit the NAS message is not clear. 
In [1], it is proposed to discard the corresponding NAS message if the CS service request through IDT is triggered  but not been acknowledged, and to retransmit the corresponding NAS message if the PS service request through UDT is triggered but not been acknowledged. As discussed in RAN2, it is not clear on the impact to NAS.
Therefore, RAN2 kindly asks CT1 the following questions:

1) Is there any NAS impact if UE discards the buffered but not yet transmitted CS service request NAS message during the handover from UTRAN to E-UTRAN?
2) Is there any NAS impact if UE discards the buffered but not yet transmitted PS services request NAS message during the handover from UTRAN to E-UTRAN?

3) For the CS or PS services request case, is there any reason why the NAS message should be retransmitted over the target RAT?
