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1. Introduction

In RAN2#63 meeting, the removal of T312 was suggested by several companies in [1] and [2]. In this contribution, we give a further analysis on this topic.
2. Discussion
If T312 is removed, upon to current assumption, RRC connection re-establishment procedure shall be triggered whenever PREAMBLE_TRANS_MAX is reached. In order to avoid unnecessary RRC connection re-establishment procedure triggered by random access problem, it is natural that the value of PREAMBLE_TRANS_MAX should be set very higher. 
In current MAC specification, PREAMBLE_TRANS_MAX applies to all random access cases. And for the case of DL data arrival, RA attempt with dedicated preamble is stopped when the number of RA attempt reaches PREAMBLE_TRANS_MAX. One concern during the discussion in the last meeting is whether it is suitable to also apply a higher value of PREAMBLE_TRANS_MAX for DL data arrival case since the assigned dedicated preamble maybe occupied by the UE for a very long time. 

We think only one PREAMBLE_TRANS_MAX for all random access cases is acceptable because:
· It is simple. We needn’t to set multiple PREAMBLE_TRANS_MAX for different RA cases.
· In most case the UE can access successfully within several attempts for DL data arrival case. The dedicated preamble can be released in time.
· Even if the UE can’t access successfully for a long time, from implementation of view, the eNB has means to release the assigned dedicated preamble.
Based on above analysis, we prefer to remove T312 and set a higher value of PREAMBLE_TRANS_MAX for all random access cases.
3. Conclusion
In this document we analyzed the removal of RRC timer T312. We prefer to remove T312 from RRC and set a higher value of PREAMBLE_TRANS_MAX for all random access cases. RRC connection re-establishment procedure shall be triggered whenever PREAMBLE_TRANS_MAX is reached.
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
