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1 Introduction

In the reply LS (R2-082761) from CT1 received at RAN2#62 meeting, CT1 indicated that NAS will take appropriate action when transmission of NAS UL message fails during handover. Further CT1 requested that AS should provide NAS the indication of NAS message transmission failure due to handover either with change of TA or without TA change. At last RAN2 meeting, it has been agreed that TAC is always forwarded to upper layer in both idle mode and connected mode. We believe that with both the indication from AS layer upon failure of NAS message transmission and the TAC information the NAS layer is able to decide when to make a retransmission of the undelivered NAS message. Therefore the editor’s note in section 5.6.2.4 of TS 36.331 can be removed.
