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1. Introduction

In RAN2 Meeting #63 in Jeju/Korea it was agreed that the UE can also report the detected cells in the case of UTRA or CDMA2000 if reportingConfig includes a purpose set to ‘reportStrongestCells’.

The agreement is captured e.g. in [1] section 5.5.4ff. “Measurement report triggering”:

2. Discussion

In the introduction section of measurements in the last paragraph of 5.5.1 [1] the above agreement is not captured.

There are two alternatives to capture this issue:

a)
For E-UTRA, the UE measures and reports on the serving cell, listed cells and detected cells. For Inter-RAT UTRA the UE measures and reports on listed (and detected for the purpose of SON) cells. For Inter-RAT GERAN the UE measures and reports on detected cells. For Inter-RAT CDMA2000 the UE measures and reports on listed (and detected for the purpose of SON) cells.

b)
For E-UTRA, the UE measures and reports on the serving cell, listed cells and detected cells. For Inter-RAT UTRA the UE measures and reports on listed cells. For Inter-RAT GERAN the UE measures and reports on detected cells. For Inter-RAT CDMA2000 the UE measures and reports on listed cells.

NOTE: For Inter-RAT UTRA and CDMA2000 the UE measures and reports also on detected cells for the purpose of SON.
