Introduction
The last SA2 meeting agreed a CR to update the UE Capability handling description in 23.401. This CR is attached to the LS in R2-084984  [1] which was sent to RAN plenary. RAN plenary did not object to the SA2 CR and SA plenary has now approved that CR.

Although the LS in R2-084984  does not request any action from RAN2, the cover sheet of the stage 2 CR does indicate that there is some stage 3 impact to  TS 36.331.

This document attempts to provide the necessary update to TS 36.331.

2 Summary of proposed change

In this document, an updated note in Section 5.6.3 (UE Capability Transfer) of TS 36.331 is provided to reflect the agreed CR indicated in an LS from SA 2 (R2-084984  [1]) on UE capability handling in TS 23.401. The Text proposal is provided in the Appendix.

General

The purpose of this procedure is to transfer UE radio access capability information from the UE to E-UTRAN.

Editor's note:
It is FFS if the security capabilities received via S1 can always be trusted. If this is not the case, there may be a need to support protection against bid down attacks. Awaiting reply from SA3 (in response to R2-080540).

NOTE:  The only mechanism for the UE to initiate a change of the UE radio capabilities used by the network in ECM-Connected state is to perform a detach and re-attach. Change of the UE's GERAN and/or UTRAN UE radio capabilities in ECM-Idle state is supported by use of the Tracking Area Update procedure. Change of E-UTRAN UE radio capabilities is not supported in this release of the specifications."

Initiation

E-UTRAN initiates the procedure to a UE in RRC_CONNECTED when it needs (additional) UE radio access capability information.
