PDCP structure

Figure 4.2.1.1 represents one possible structure for the PDCP sublayer; it should not restrict implementation. The figure is based on the radio interface protocol architecture defined in [2].

Every EPS bearer is associated with one RB, which in turn is associated with one PDCP entity.

Each PDCP entity is associated with one or two (one for each direction) RLC entities depending on the RB characteristic (i.e. uni-directional or bi-directional) and RLC mode. The PDCP entities are located in the PDCP sublayer.
The PDCP sublayer is configured by upper layers [3].
4.2.2
PDCP entities

Several PDCP entities may be defined for a UE. Each PDCP entity carrying user plane data may be configured to use header compression.

Each PDCP entity is carrying the data of one radio bearer. In this version of the specification, only the robust header compression protocol (RoHC), is supported. Every PDCP entity uses at most one RoHC instance.

A PDCP entity is associated either to the control plane or the user plane depending on which radio bearer it is carrying data for. PDCP entities are created when a connection is set up (including handover from a technology other than E-UTRA) and are released when the connection ends (including handover to a technology other than E-UTRA).
Figures 4.2.2.1 and 4.2.2.2 represent the functional view of the PDCP entity for the PDCP sublayer for the control and user planes; they should not restrict implementation. The figures are based on the radio interface protocol architecture defined in [2].
