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Discussion and Decision

Discussion
In section 5.3.5.5 of 36.331[1], reverting back to the previous configuration is performed prior to the confirmation of security activation. If security is not activated, then the action of reverting back becomes meaningless. To circumvent this, we propose to perform reverting back to the previous configuration after the confirmation of security activation. Text proposal is given in the next section.
Proposal: UE shall perform reverting back to the previous configuration AFTER the security activation check, instead of BEFORE.
