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	One of the RLC functions is “Protocol error detection and recovery”. This function is inherited from UMTS where the RLC RESET procedure is used for this purpose. However in LTE, RLC RESET procedure is not used, and therefore RLC can only detect the protocol error by means of “max. number of retransmission”, and can not recover by itself. The RLC protocol recovery is performed by RRC through RLC re-establishment or RB reconfiguration. Moreover, the detection function is only supported in RLC AM.
