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1. Introduction

There are couple of discrepancy regarding the presence of some of the IE in 36.331 which were identified after the ASN.1 has been frozen. This contribution lists those discrepancies and discusses the way forward on how similar discrepancies identified in future could be resolved.
2. Discussion
In 36.331 version 8.5.0 there are couple of discrepancies identified with regard to the “Presence” of the IE’s. Couple of such instances found are listed below.
1. In ReportConfigEUTRA, reportAmount  would be set to 1 in case purpose is set to ‘reportCGI’. In this case the IE ReportInterval is redundant 

2. In ReportConfigInterRAT, reportAmount  would be set to 1 in case purpose is set to ‘reportCGI’ or ‘reportStrongestCellsForSON’. In this case the IE ReportInterval is redundant
Possible way forward
1. Introduce Backward in-compatible Change in ASN.1:  Make parameters like ReportInterval as optional in ReportConfigEUTRA/ ReportConfigInterRAT IEs.
2. Introduce Backward compatible Changes in ASN.1:  Add a new Flag to indicate if the parameters like ReportInterval in ReportConfigEUTRA/ ReportConfigInterRAT IEs has a valid value.
3. Add procedural text/field description: Add text to specify that UE would ignore values in such IEs under certain specific conditions.
Our understanding is that 1 is not an option any more given that we have frozen ASN.1 in last Plenary Meeting. We would like to confirm this understanding in RAN 2 and hence would prefer option 3 as a way forward for most of the cases. For cases which cannot be addressed by option 3 we propose to use option 2.
Conclusion
This contribution discusses the ways to handle discrepancies about the “Presence” of some of the IE post ASN.1 freeze. We believe that many of these corrections can be handled by simply clarifying the procedural text. In cases the where procedural text cannot clarify the UE behaviour and it is necessary to make  ASN 1 changes such changes  from now on should be backward compatible. Discrepancies listed above are clarified in the accompanying CR in [1].
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
