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1          Introduction
When the UE is in limited service mode and need to support emergency call, it is clear in the specification [1] that the UE capable of CS voice will find an acceptable cell of any RAT which provides access to CS domain.

However, the case where the UE is in suitable LTE cell or in RRC_CONNECTED with active DRBs but are not registered for CSFB may need to be clarified in the specification.
The following briefly discusses this.
2         Discussion
According to [2] on CSFB:
Procedures described in this TS may also be applied to emergency calls.

This means that the UE can choose not to apply CSFB for emergency call; i.e. UE may choose not to perform an extended service request procedure for emergency calls. 

In addition the network may support VoIMS and not support CSFB (i.e. combined attach or tracking area update is only successful for EPS services).

So, a UE may stay in a suitable LTE cell with no CSFB.
Hence: 

- When the emergency number is dialled while the UE is in RRC_IDLE, the UE will have to move to any cell of supported RAT which allows emergency call to be initiated.  It should be discussed whether this is sufficiently clear in the specifications.
- When the emergency number is dialled while the UE is in RRC_CONNECTED with active DRBs, the UE will perform a local release and move to any cell of supported RAT which allows emergency call to be initiated.  Current RAN2 specs already allow local release and here, the cause of the local release may need to be captured in CT1 spec.
3 Conclusion
It is proposed that RAN 2 discusses the above and confirms what is stated above is indeed the UE behaviour and if anything further needs to be captured in the specifications.
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
