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1. Overall Description

RAN2 would like to thank SA2 for their LS on Support of multiple location sessions for a UE at any one time (R2-093647/S2-094102). The following questions have been asked by SA2:
Question 1: For the LCS Control Plane Solution for EPS, can the UE and/or eNodeB support more than one location session for a UE at any one time?

Question 2: If the answer for the above question is affirmative, do you see any additional complications that cannot be solved in a Rel-9 timeframe.
Please find the RAN2 responses below.
Question 1: For the LCS Control Plane Solution for EPS, can the UE and/or eNodeB support more than one location session for a UE at any one time?
RAN2 has discussed this issue and decided:

The UE and/or eNodeB should support multiple location sessions for different positioning method simultaneously. The UE and/or eNodeB need not support multiple location sessions for the same positioning method simultaneously except Uplink E-CID Positioning (FFS).
Question 2: If the answer for the above question is affirmative, do you see any additional complications that cannot be solved in a Rel-9 timeframe.
From RAN2’s view, it is no any additional complications that can not be solved in Rel-9.

Moreover RAN2 thinks the combination function is also needed in LTE and E-SMLC is the best node to perform combination. For realizing this, MME should forward later location service request for the same UE to the same E-SMLC.
