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	According to R2-095593, the UE will stop T302 while reselect to a new cell which belongs to the same eNB as its orginal one. After sent the RRC connection request message to the new cell, the UE may get the reject message again. Consequently, the UE needs to wait longer time and wastes more network radio resources. Furthermore,  the more serious situation is the UE may ping-pong between the cells belong to the same eNB.
