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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks RAN2 for their liaison covering emergency call support indication on BCCH.  We provide our response to each question asked as follows.
(1) RAN 2 has made the assumption that the IMS Emergency Support Indication broadcast for UEs in limited service mode contains 1 bit indicating that IMS emergency bearer service is supported by at least one (in the shared network scenario) PLMN.  This will mean that PLMN/MME selection will be done in the eNodeB in case the PLMN/MME which UE selected does not support IMS emergency call and this may be different from the PLMN selected by the UE.  In this case, the MME must be notified that a PLMN different from the PLMN chosen by the UE, has been selected for use.
CT1 expects that 1 bit will be broadcast on the BCCH.  We can support that the eNodeB may select the PLMN/MME for IMS emergency calls for a UE in limited service state.

(2) RAN 2 would like to verify if there is a need to signal different level of emergency call support (as shown below and specified in TS23.401 Section 4.3.12.1) in the BCCH indicator.

Valid UEs only.

Only UEs that are authenticated are allowed.

c.
IMSI required, authentication optional.

d.
All UEs are allowed.
CT1 sees no need to signal different levels of emergency call support.
2. Actions:

To RAN2 group.

ACTION: 
CT1 asks the RAN2 group to take CT1's response into consideration as you progress the work for emergency services. 
To RAN3 group.

ACTION: 
CT1 asks the RAN3 group to consider that in the scenario covered above, the MME must be notified that a PLMN different from the PLMN chosen by the UE, has been selected for use.
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
