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1. Overall Description

RAN4 thanks RAN2 for the LS on CSG Measurements. 

RAN4’s understanding is that the RRC signalling agreed by RAN2 allows a UE to report cells in CELL_INFO_CSG_LIST outside CELL_INFO_LIST, where no such reporting was previously possible, especially for inter-frequency cells.

If “monitored set” (i.e. CELL_INFO_LIST) identification requirements, as specified in sections 8.1.2.2.1 and 8.1.2.3.1 of 25.133 v9.3.0, are desired for a cell member CELL_INFO_CSG_LIST, then that cell must also be also included in CELL_INFO_LIST.

For identification of intra-frequency cells outside the monitored set, i.e. cells in the “detected set”, requirements are already specified in section 8.1.2.2.1 of 25.133 v9.3.0.

For identification of inter-frequency cells outside the monitored set, no requirements exist. RAN4 understands the enhancements brought by the reporting such cells included in CELL_INFO_CSG_LIST, which is made possible via the new signaling introduced by RAN2. Nevertheless, RAN4 sees no particular need to extend minimum identification requirements beyond the existing ones covering up to 32 inter-frequency monitored cells on up to two additional FDD carriers.

RAN4 would also like to note that multiple requirements are tied to the following RAN2 nomenclature from 25.331v9.1.0, regarding the definitions for active, monitored and detected sets:
Cells that the UE is monitoring are grouped in the UE into three mutually exclusive categories:

1.
Cells, which belong to the active set. User information is sent from all these cells. In FDD, the cells in the active set are involved in soft handover. In TDD the active set always comprises one cell only. The UE shall only consider active set cells included in the variable CELL_INFO_LIST for measurement; i.e. active set cells not included in the CELL_INFO_LIST shall not be considered in any event evaluation and measurement reporting.

2.
Cells, which are not included in the active set, but are included in the CELL_INFO_LIST belong to the monitored set.
3.
Cells detected by the UE, which are neither in the CELL_INFO_LIST nor in the active set belong to the detected set. Reporting of measurements of the detected set is only applicable to intra-frequency measurements made by UEs in CELL_DCH state.

RAN4 would like to ask RAN2 to ensure that changes introduced in Rel-9 do not change the above definitions or otherwise render them ambiguous.
2. Actions:

RAN4 kindly requests RAN2 to take the above responses into consideration and ensure that the meanings of the active, monitored and detected sets remain unchanged and unambiguous.
