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Discussion and decision     
1. Discussion
Co-channel time domain ICIC and Carrier Aggregation are both introduced in release-10. It is possible that the UE encounters the situation where co-channel time domain ICIC is employed by the network in multiple frequency layers within UE’s Carrier Aggregation configuration. Although briefly discussed, there is no clear agreement on whether the UE needs to support time domain ICIC mechanism (i.e. RRM/RLM/CSI measurements on restricted resource) in multiple configured CC.

It is a long standing working assumption for Carrier Aggregation that PCell corresponds to the serving cell in the single carrier setting and therefore mobility decisions are taken based mainly on metrics related to PCell. In the context of co-channel time domain ICIC, this means that the frequency layer of PCell is the most important. Scheduling can potentially benefit from time domain ICIC in multiple frequency layers for being able to offload traffic appropriately. However actual gains should be analysed.

From simplicity point of view, we propose for release-10 to limit the use of time domain ICIC mechanism only to the frequency of PCell in Carrier Aggregation setting. 
2. Conclusion
Proposal:

For release-10, limit the use of time domain ICIC mechanism only to the frequency of PCell in Carrier Aggregation setting.
