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1. Overall Description:

In RAN WG2#72bis signalling optimizations for power headroom reporting in the scope of carrier aggregation were discussed. During discussions RAN2 took the assumption that the power management related back-off factor, which was introduced in RAN4#57 [1], is equal to zero dB for the calculation of a virtual PHR as it has been already agreed by RAN1 for MPR, A-MPR and ΔTc. Given this assumption the size of the PHR MAC control element can be reduced by not reporting Pcmax,c for a virtual PHR since the value is known by eNB. RAN2 would like to confirm that this assumption is inline with RAN1 understanding.  
Furthermore in order to be able to finalize signalling optimizations for power headroom reporting, RAN2 would like to understand whether Pcmax,c for PHR type 1 and PHR type 2 on Pcell can be always assumed to be the same.
2. Actions: 
To RAN WG1:  RAN2 kindly ask RAN1 to confirm that the power management related back-off factor is like MPR, A-MPR and ΔTc equal to zero dB for the calculation of a virtual PHR.
To RAN WG4:  RAN2 kindly asks RAN4 to clarify whether Pcmax,c for PHR type 1 and PHR type 2 on Pcell can be always assumed to be the same.
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
