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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has discussed the issue of supporting MDT for a network that uses multiple PLMN IDs. RAN2 has decided on a solution, where the network explicitly provides information about which PLMN IDs shall be used for MDT. 
RAN2 has decided the following 
· For logged MDT: PLMN check for indication and reporting for logged MDT shall be done by the UE by comparing rPLMN towards a list of PLMN IDs provided by the network at MDT configuration.
· For immediate MDT: Immediate MDT continuity shall be supported between cells of different PLMNs, under condition that target PLMN is allowed. 
· For immediate and logged MDT: MDT Area Scope shall support that cell IDs, LAs, RAs and TAs defining an area may have different PLMN IDs. In case area scope is omitted in the configuration to the UE, the UE shall assume that it is the same as the area scope for PLMN check, i.e. a single PLMN or multiple PLMNs, as mentioned in First bullet.
· For RLF report: PLMN check for indication and reporting for RLF report shall be done by comparing rPLMN towards a list of PLMN IDs provided at UE configuration. It is FFS if this list of PLMN IDs is the same as used for logged MDT or immediate MDT. 
RAN2 assumes that the RAN may get the knowledge which PLMN IDs are allowed for a UE from the Core Network by extended user consent signalling (for mgmt based MDT and/or signalling based MDT), or by MDT initiation signalling (for signalling based MDT). RAN2 considers this to be RAN3 and SA5 domains. 

2. Actions:

To SA5 and RAN3 group:
RAN2 kindly invites for comments and questions and asks SA5 and RAN3 to take note of the RAN2 decisions, and take appropriate actions to support and implement the solution chosen by RAN2. 
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
