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1          Introduction

When Rel-7 enhanced CELL_FACH is configured in a cell the “HS-DSCH Common System Information” IE is broadcast in SIB5 or SIB5bis, the IE contains the “SRB1 mapping info”. This paper presents a potential issue due to the way the “SRB1 mapping info” has been specified in the normative text which could prevent a UE from performing a successful cell reselection to a cell where enhanced CELL_FACH is not configured.
2         Discussion
Pre Release 7 the SRB1 mapping information for RACH/FACH can be provided in dedicated RRC message (eg. RRC Connection Setup, RB Setup messages). 
The “SRB1 mapping info” is specified in TS25.331 as below since Rel-7. 
8.6.5.19
SRB1 mapping info (FDD and 1.28 Mcps TDD only)

When variable HS_DSCH_RECEPTION_CELL_FACH_STATE or variable HS_DSCH_RECEPTION_OF_CCCH_ENABLED are set to TRUE and the UE is in CELL_FACH state, the UE shall:

if no MAC-ehs queue with identified by the "MAC-ehs queue identity" value as received in IE "SRB1 mapping info" of System Information Block type 5 or System Information Block type 5bis is configured:

the UE behaviour is unspecified.

map the logical channel identified by the IE "Logical channel identity" to the MAC-ehs queue identified by the IE "MAC-ehs queue identity" as received in IE "SRB1 mapping info" of System Information Block type 5 or System Information Block type 5bis.

if there is more than one multiplexing option applicable for logical channels to be used:

2> the UE behaviour is unspecified.

Observation: The intention of the last ‘if’ bullet appears to be to prevent the network from mapping SRB1 over FACH in dedicated RRC messages (as per pre-release 7 behaviour)when enhanced CELL_FACH is configured in the cell.

If our understanding of the observation is correct then this restriction is problematic for cell re-selection in a mixed cell configuration, when a UE from an enhanced CELL_FACH capable cell attempts to reselect a cell that is not enhanced CELL_FACH capable. 
Without an SRB1 mapping info over FACH, a UE won’t be able to receive Cell Update Confirm message over FACH in the new cell.
The same issue exists when an UE connects from an enhanced cell_FACH cell to a none enhanced CELL_FACH cell after Radio Link Failure or RLC un-recoverable error. Leading to the proposal that:
Proposal 1: Remove the last “if” bullet from 25.331 Section 8.6.5.19.

Conclusion
It is proposed that RAN2 to discuss the observation raised, and in order to allow cell re-selection in mixed cell configuration, RRC shall allow N/W to provide SRB1 mapping info over -enhanced CELL_FACH and R99 FACH simultaneously.
Proposal 1: Remove the last “if” bullet from 25.331 Section 8.6.5.19.
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
