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1. Overall Description:

There are certain scenarios where a UE request to establish a RRC connection is rejected by the network through RRC connection reject. Currently TS 24.301 specifies the UE behaviour for failure to establish the signalling connection in the same way as cases of access class barring. 

From TS 24.301 (5.5.1.2.6) 
“The UE stays in the current serving cell and applies the normal cell reselection process. The attach procedure is started as soon as possible, i.e. when access for "signalling" is granted on the current cell or when the UE moves to a cell where access for "signalling" is granted.

The following is an example of the existing behaviour.




















In some network deployments, a different radio technology may be available where the UE could be successful in establishing the connection.  
In order to allow this, CT1 has considered decoupling the access class barring case from the RRC connection reject. The RRC Connection Reject case would then cause the attach attempt / TAU attempt counter to be incremented which limits the number of RRC Connection attempts to five. Once the number of failed attempts has reached five, the UE can transition to a state that permits selection of a different PLMN/RAT.  
2. Actions:

To RAN2 group.

ACTION: 
CT1 asks RAN2 to consider the case as presented above and advise us if the proposed solution is acceptable.  If it is not, please provide guidance for a solution that is acceptable to RAN2 to result in the same desired UE behaviour.

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The UE attempts to attach to an E-UTRA network.


UE sends RRC Connection request


The network returns an RRC Connection Reject including a wait timer value.


The UE applies normal cell reselection procedures, i.e. in the normal case it remains in the same serving cell. When the wait timer (T302) expires, the UE again attempts to initiate RRC Connection Request to the network.


The network returns an RRC Connection Reject including a wait timer value.


X.	The UE stays in this loop until it successfully establishes a RRC connection. 


As a result it is stuck without service from LTE network. It is also unable to move to another PLMN or another RAT.
