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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank CT1 for their LS on Extended Access Barring.
RAN2 would like to inform CT1 that RAN2 will take the LS into consideration. In addition, RAN2 would like to ask CT1 to further consider the following aspects:
a) EAB applicability for special AC 11..15

It is RAN2’s interpretation on the SA1 requirement that EAB shall be ignored by the UE configured for EAB if the UE is accessing the network with one of the special AC 11..15 and the special AC is valid in the registered PLMN (i.e. AC 12, 13, 14 in the home country, or AC 11, 15 in the HPLMN/ EHPLMN). It is up to NAS to check the EAB applicability for special AC and AS will not perform any further check.
RAN2 has noticed that the above interpretation has already been addressed by the EUTRAN CR (C1-120801). RAN2 would like to ask CT1 to take the above interpretation into account for UTRAN as well.
b) EAB applicability for mobile terminating calls
It is RAN2’s understanding that it is up to NAS to check whether the UE configured for EAB is establishing an RRC connection for mobile terminating calls, and if it is TRUE then NAS shall indicate to AS that EAB doesn’t apply for this RRC connection.

RAN2 would like to ask CT1 to take the above understanding into account for both UTRAN and EUTRAN.
