UE assistance information for RRM and UE power optimisations

In order to optimise the user experience and (for instance) to assist the eNB in configuring connected mode parameters and connection release handling, the UE may be configured to send assistance information to the eNB comprising:

UE preference for power optimised configuration (1 bit):

-
When this bit is sent by the UE, the UE shall set this in accordance with its preference for a configuration that is primarily optimised for power saving (e.g. a long value for the long DRX cycle or RRC connection release) or not

-
The details regarding how the UE sets the indicator are left to UE implementation

The network response to the UE assistance information is left to network implementation.
Note: 
When the UE indicates its preference for a configuration that is primarily optimised for power saving, the network may reconfigure the radio resources for the UE such that there is an increased number of packets experiencing packet delays larger than the Packet Delay Budget associated with the established bearers. This does not necessarily mean that the end to end QoS requirements are not met as the Packet Delay Budget (PDB) as specified in 3GPP TS 23.203 applies for 98% of packets. 
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
