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	Reason for change:
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	As discussed in RAN2#79, it was a common understanding that DL and DwPTS subframe of cross-carrier scheduled cell should not be considered as PDCCH-subframe. In other words, subframe without PDCCH should not be treated as PDCCH-subframe. 
For half-duplex TDD UE, RAN1 has agreed that the transmission direction of half-duplex TDD UE follows PCell. Following the same principle, the PDCCH-subframe of half-duplex TDD UE should also defined as the downlink and DwPTS subframes of PCell. This should be captured in MAC specification.


	
	

	Summary of change:
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	The PDCCH-subframe for half-duplex TDD UE is defined as the downlink subframes and DwPTS subframe of PCell.
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not approved:
	It is incorrect to require half-duplex TDD UE to monitor PDCCH subframe on the SCell if the subframe is uplink on PCell.

Definitions

PDCCH-subframe: Refers to a subframe with PDCCH, EPDCCH (in subframes when configured) or, for an RN with R-PDCCH configured and not suspended, to a subframe with R-PDCCH. For FDD UE operation, this represents any subframe; for full-duplex TDD, this represents the union of downlink subframes and subframes including DwPTS of all serving cells, except serving cells that are configured with schedulingCellId [8]; for half-duplex TDD, this represents the subframes where the PCell is configured as a downlink subframe or a subframe including DwPTS. For RNs with an RN subframe configuration configured and not suspended, in its communication with the E-UTRAN, this represents all downlink subframes configured for RN communication with the E-UTRAN.
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
